N. 55/2008 Coll.

of 14 February 2008

amending the Regulation N. 529/2005 Coll., on the Administrative Security and Registries of Classified Information

The National Security Authority lays down the following according to S. 23 par. 2 and S. 79 par. 7 of the Act N. 412/2005 Coll., on the Protection of Classified Information, as amended by the Act N. 32/2008 Coll.:

Article I

The Regulation N. 529/2005 Coll., on the Administrative Security and Registries of Classified Information shall be amended as follows:

1. In S. 1 at the end of the text of the point (b) the following shall be added to read as follows: “… and the volume of RESTRICTED source materials on information classified RESTRICTED”.
2. In S. 2 at the end of the point (c) the full stop shall be replaced by comma and new points (d) and (e) shall be added to read as follows:
d) “the portable container is any type of a briefcase, suitcase, case, portable security container or courier pouch, which shall be secured against any unauthorised handling of its contents while being used for the transport or hand carriage of the Classified Document, for example by locking it by means of a mechanical or combination lock or by means of sealing, and it must bear a label in a visible place stating the name and address of the State body, legal person or natural person pursuing business and instructions to a potential finder “Do not open and forward promptly to the unit of the Police of the Czech Republic or to the National Security Authority!“,
e) the original of the Classified Document shall be a print of the delivered Classified Document or a print of the created Classified Document, which is listed in the distribution list.”.

3. The title shall be added under the heading of the Section 7 to read as follows: “Accounting of the Classified Document”.

4. In S. 7 the paragraph 1 shall be hereby deleted.

Current paragraphs 2 through 4 shall be hereby redesignated as paragraphs 1 through 3, respectively.

5. In S. 7 par. 1 the wording “ … at least within the range of columns N. 1 to 12 and 14 to 16 of the book of records” shall be cancelled.

6. In S. 7 par. 3 at the end of the point (c) comma shall be replaced by the full stop and the wording shall be added to read as follows: “E.g. a registration mark of the originator or sender may be used as other registration mark,”.
7. The title shall be added under the heading of the Section 8 to read as follows: “Making of the Classified Document and its elements”.
8. In S. 8 the paragraph 3 shall be added to read as follows, including the footnote 2a:

(1) “The number of final copies of the Classified Document to be made shall be in accordance with the number of copies referred to in the distribution list. Those who make the final copy shall destroy defective copies, copies, which are not entered in the distribution list, as well as proposals of the final copy non-approved, immediately after its approval in such a manner as to ensure that the Classified Document cannot be reconstructed and that classified information contained therein cannot be identified. The source material shall be destroyed in the same manner whenever it is used if it is not registered. The RESTRICTED source material on the final copy of the RESTRICTED Classified Document is the material in paper and non-paper form containing RESTRICTED classified information, which is not neither the original nor the final copy, it is designed for its making; e.g. it will be a material prepared during negotiations and fundamental for the final Classified Document or the official conclusion from the negotiation, or copies of the Classified Document. If the source document becomes the part of the Classified Document, it shall be registered. If a cryptographic document2a is being created no source document may be made.

9. S. 9 shall read as follows, including footnotes 3 and 6:

“Section 9

Preparation of the consignment for transportation and transportation of the consignment

(1) If the postal licence holder transports the consignment3) then The Classified Document shall be transported in two envelopes. The inner envelope shall bear the name of the sender, the name and full address of the addressee, the security classification and the reference number of the Classified Document or other registration marking. The outer envelope shall bear the name of the sender and addressee, but the security classification of its contents or its abbreviation in the reference number (if any) of the Classified Document shall not be indicated. If the Classified Document cannot be placed in the envelope, it will be placed between strong covers, which shall bear the same elements. 

(2) In the case of transportation of the consignment by the postal licence holder3) the form of the postal service can be used, where
a) the place of delivery of the consignment is in the Czech Republic,

b) the postal licence holder confirms in writing to the sender the receipt of the consignment,

c) the addressee confirms in writing to the postal licence holder the receipt of the consignment,

d) the postal licence holder is responsible for the loss, damage and contents outflows of the consignment.

(3) If the courier service is used for the transportation of the consignment, the Classified Document shall be transported in a portable container, envelope or strong cover. The envelope or strong cover shall bear the name of the sender, name and full address of the addressee, the classification level and the reference number of the Classified Document or other registration marking.

(4) In the case of transportation of the consignment by the courier service such measures shall be taken by the courier so as to prevent unauthorised persons6) from gaining access to classified information.

10. The title shall be added under the heading of the Section 10 to read as follows: “Storage and lending of the processed Classified Document”.
11. In S. 13 par. 3 the text “S. 7 par. 2” shall be replaced by “S. 7 par. 1”.

12. In S. 19 par. the last sentence shall be hereby deleted.
Article II
Coming into force

This Regulation comes into force on 1 March 2008.
